3 Meanwhile, the disciples were urging Jesus, “Rabbi, eat
something.”

¥ But Jesus replied, “I have a kind of food you know nothing about.”

% «Did someone bring him food while we were gone?’ the disciples
asked each other.

%4 Then Jesus explained: “My nourishment comes from doing the will
of God, who sent me, and from finishing his work. *Y ou know the
saying, ‘ Four months between planting and harvest.” But | say, wake up
and look around. The fields are already ripe* for harvest. ** The
harvesters are paid good wages, and the fruit they harvest is people
brought to eternal life. What joy awaits both the planter and the harvester
alike! ¥ Y ou know the saying, ‘ One plants and another harvests.’ And it’s
true. 1 sent you to harvest where you didn’t plant; others had already
done the work, and now you will get to gather the harvest.”

¥ Many Samaritans from the village believed in Jesus because the woman
had said, “He told me everything | ever did!” “° When they came out to
see him, they begged him to stay in their village. So he stayed for two
days, “*long enough for many more to hear his message and believe.
“2Then they said to the woman, “Now we believe, not just because of
what you told us, but because we have heard him ourselves. Now we
know that he is indeed the Savior of the world.”
